Registration

The first thing to do for every exhibitor is to register himself. That’s why the registration desk can already be found in front of the main hall at 21:30. Every exhibitor should have got this brochure there.

Setup
On Friday, it is allowed to use the „normal“ parking lots, which can be found between the hall and the soccer field. On the other days, the usage of this parking lot is prohibited.

Before bringing your own devices into the hall, the main VCFe assembly has to be finished. Please pay attention to the instructions of the hall planning (see below). For separating the exhibition range and to structure the exhibition, partitions of 1,5m are used.

If items cannot be carried from the parking lot into the hall because of their weight or size, it’s possible to drive your car/truck into the opening between the main hall and the speech room. Please drive away immediately after unloading your equipment, as other exhibitors would like to use this area as well. The exhibitions are not assembled until the tables are equipped with tablecloths!!!  

The exhibition area is distributed, space which is not assigned cannot be taken without previous discussion. This is valid for the whole weekend, not only for Friday. The usual space per exhibition is 2m. Whoever needs more space, please talk to the organizers.

Power

Please take care of the power distribution. It is necessary to pay attention to the instructions of the person responsible for power-distribution (see below). In addition to avoiding security lacks, the power should be distributed consistently across the available power circuits. So please don’t plug in your equipment just somewhere, but speak to the organizers first. This is especially important for huge devices (>500W power-on rating). It is necessary that a power circuit is explicitly assigned to those devices. Before the initial power-on, please contact the person responsible for power-distribution.

Should the be a mains failure on one or more power circuits, please power off all devices and power them on only after contacting the person responsible for power-distribution. It is prohibited to tamper with the fuses or the base wiring.

Each partition features 3 power outlets for exhibits. Every exhibitor is responsible for further splitting of those outlets.

Exhibits

The exhibits can be left in the hall during the night from Friday to Saturday as well as from Saturday to Sunday.

Please note that no responsibility can be taken for exhibits. Some exhibitors will stay in the hall during the night and keep an eye on the exhibits. This does not result in any claim for replacement.

Nothing ever got lost on previous VCFes, but this doesn’t change the fact that each exhibitor takes own responsibility for his exhibits.

Accommodation in the VCFe Hall

Exhibitors and assistants have a the possibility of accommodation in the VCFe hall. Please note that here, again, no responsibility can be taken and that the organizer is not liable you for incurred losses.

Parking Lot Usage

This year we will have a separate parking lot for exhibiters, which is located behind the hall. Cars of exhibitors are to be placed there immediately after unloading.

You can reach this hall by driving left before the huge building (and still before the VCFe gateway), then around the train hall, and finally you are behind the hall. The access is signposted.

Please do not use the carports / parking lots in front of the hall. The parking lots directly in front of the hall are reserved for organizers (excursions, disabled people, etc.), the carports are rented to residents. We really don’t want any people to upset against the VCFe.

Parking lots for visitors are signposted and are located cross to the hall.

Exhibitor packs

There will be again an exhibitor pack, which can be bought for 25 euros, which belongs to the VCFe just like computers do. The exhibitor pack should take care about noone dying of hunger and it should also be a contribution to the basic costs of the VCFe. You can find 5 beverage coupons and a coupon for a lunch on Saturday, a breakfast on Sunday and a lunch on Sunday as well. The beverage coupons can be traded in for every ‚normal’ beverage, such as beer, lemonade, etc. at the bar. Please note, that the coupons are not valid for anything else but what is printed on them.

Whoever wants to spare the catering coupons can also get the exhibitor packs without them. In this case you get a discount of 10 euro.

VCFe Kit Competition

A special classic orientated Kit competition is started this year. All contestants receive an odd plastic 'thing' (aka a desk paper tray). The task is to transform this 80's creation into a working computer of some sort. All entries will be displayed and judged at VCFe 7.0. Entrance fee is Euro 5,-You'll have one year to prove your creativity, go ahead.

Extensive evening meal

On Saturday, at 19:00, after the VCFe is closed, we will again have the traditional banquet with buffet, which will take place in the speech hall this year.

Don't forget your appetite!

Advertisement VCFe 7.0

When registering, you did not only receive this small brochure, but also an envelope with advertisement chits for the next VCFe. These are three DIN A4 sheets with each one, two and 4 VCFe-chits. Keep it well, then copy it before the next VCFe, distribute and pin them.

Remember: VCFe 7.0 will be a 3 day event!

Emergency exit

The emergency exit, which is located in the corridor between the hall and speech room, has to be kept closed during the whole VCFe. There is no reason for opening the emergency exit during the normal opening hours – (only exception: fire!).

Should there be no other possibility than opening the emergency exit, please speak to a organizer before.

If the door is seen open, please close it immediately and inform the registration desk about that.

Tours through the exhibition

This year, again, Axel is making tours through the exhibition, which should give the visitors a short overview of the exhibition.

Please think about a few sentences to your exhibition, which can be said about it when Christian comes along with a group of visitors. Please limit your speech to about 1-3 minutes, visitors can, and should ask detailed questions later on personally.

Behaviour on visitors, press, etc.

Please always be friendly and loyal, especially to people being from the press, radio stations, television stations or other medias as they are our advertising media. We all know that journalists are not categorical geeks or technicians, so please take care of that. It’s also their job to look you over your shoulder, so please stay friendly, even when being in stress. The easiest way is often to pass the journalist to one of the organizers who will then take care of him.

Of course this is also valid for every other visitor. If you should nevertheless experience problems with visitors or journalists, please tell the organizers. In this case, too, stay friendly.

Webcams and Streaming

This year, again, Jochen will take three webcams with him, with which we are showing the people who stayed at home what they have missed. Please pay attention that the sight of the webcams is not blocked by fixed objects.

Internet access

This year the VCFe again endues an Internet uplink. The bandwidth amounts to 768/192 kbit. Although switch and/or hub ports are available for exhibitions, the primary purpose of the uplink is the webcam streaming and speeches streaming respectively. Those who need an uplink for their exhibition may please notify the person responsible for this (see below). The routers are operating in traffic shaping mode. The data rate applicable to exhibitions may thus be quite low, but should be usable for terminal applications. Surfing the Web or downloads are not possible. Those who nevertheless need bandwidth, please address yourself to the network authority.

Smoking

The VCFe is a pure non-smoking event, that is smoking is strictly prohibited inside the VCFe rooms. Please smoke outdoors only, and not too close to the doors, in order to avoid the smoke coming in...

Photographs

Of course everyone may take as many pictures as desired for private use. This also includes publication on a private website. Any photos taken for other purposes require a prior written permission by the VCFe organizational staff.

Posters/Flyers/Brochures

By all means desired are posters and advertisements for matters and events of your own. The VCFe provides special areas for that. Posters may, in coordination with the organizational staff, be attached to the designated billboards. Flyers and brochures may be laid out at the information rack. Coordination is taken by the cash desk.

Visitors prize

This year again, the best exhibition is awarded. For this, every paying visitor and every exhibitor pack's buyer receives a voting bill. Just note the number of the (in your opinion) best exhibition on the bill. Possible criteria for your choice could be: curiosity, state of conservation, documentation, total presentation, creative technical application or also the exhibitor's enthusiasm. There is no right or wrong, just note down what made the greatest impact on you and throw your bill into the urn installed at the information stand. And those who then also leave their name and address automatically participate in the raffle of a home computer on Sunday.

Sale/Flea Market

Selling goods in the exhibition area is prohibited!!!

Single items can be sold at the flea market, goods like CDs or Books are sold by the cash desk. Please speak to the cash desk.

Excursion to Cray-Cyber.org after disassembly 

After disassembling the VCFe, all exhibitors and assistants have the opportunity to take part on a separate excursion into the Cray-Cyber.org museum computing centre.
